Huey Percy Newton (1942-1989) was a political and urban activist who co-founded the Black
Panther Party. He was also the author of War Against the Panthers: A Study of Repression in
America (his doctoral dissertation) and Revolutionary Suicide: (Penguin Classics Deluxe Edition)
