There are a lot of good basic tips, but not much in the way of
comparisons and examples of different ways of doing things in an RV. Sitill, if you're a newbie just
starting to think about the RV lifestyle it's not a bad fifteen to twenty-ish (traditional 8.5x11) pages of
information presented without the obvious bias of some of the other amateur-authored Kindle
