I am a middle school, high school teacher. I have read this book to several classes, and they love it.

It is a jumping off point for their own feelings and makes a great writing assignment for them as



well.It's rare when kids ask you to read a book to them over and over.

I gave this to a guy in my youth group as a gag-gift, because he tends to be rude with a lot of the

girls. It was a huge hit, everyone including himself laughed when they saw it, and he immediately

opened it and began using it on his girl friend.

It tells boys how to talk and act around girls without a lot of big

words and explanation. I know as a parent, when my son asks me questions, I tend to go overboard

and overexplain.
