The book contains only a small number of words and phrases. They are well explained, but they
represent a small fraction of the material which should have been included. If the reader’s intention
is to be entertained, this book may be helpful. If the user is a scholar or lexicographer, he or she

should look for a more substantial collection of British phrases.
