Scandalous Behavior should have been combined with the previous book, Foreign Affairs, as it is
just a continuation of that novel. | am struck by how out of touch with real life Stone appears to be,
as he can just buy houses, cars, and whole new wardrobes, seemingly on a whim. This reads more
like Lifestyles of the Rich and Famous than a novel about a lawyer who specializes in doing his
firm’s dirty work. | wish that Stuart Woods would either allow Stone to return to the legal profession

or to retire him permanently.
